There are many challenges facing our residents transitioning back into the Richmond community that 
include lack of resources for providing education, health and human services resources, and 
workforce employment/training, as well as community acceptance. The residents will be able to 
connect with resources provided by community organizations, medical and mental health referrals, 
job preparation, and financial literacy resources. 
 
The Richmond City Sheriff‘s Office is once again “Paving the Way” for our residents to understand 
that a transition back to the community must begin for individuals before they leave our facility -  
“Job Ready, Community Ready & Home Ready”. 
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
